	Developmental Tasks:
	1.  Choose an individual to interview.

2.  Develop a list of relevant questions.

3.  Conduct and tape interview.

4.  Develop manuscript in Microsoft Word.

5.  Present highlights to classmates.
	1.  Develop a list of prominent businesses and companies in Lubbock.  

2.  Use company websites, the public library, and other internet resources to conduct market research on the companies.

3.  Analyze the data to determine how big each company’s  “piece of the pie” is in terms of revenue and number of employees.

4.  Graphically represent the results in a pie graph.
	1.  As a group, identify a local business or company.

2.  Research the company.

3.  Write the commercial script.

4.  Present the commercial for other groups and use a camcorder to document the action.
	1.  Identify and articulate career goals.

2.  Determine characteristics necessary for success and reflect on personal traits.

3.  Use Microsoft Powerpoint to create a classification tree that illustrates the personal traits will facilitate success in the chosen career. 
	1.  Develop a list of businesses to be considered.

2.  Use company websites and other internet resources to conduct market research on the companies.

3.  Create graphs in Microsoft Excel of the fore-mentioned factors for each company.

4.  Find patterns in the data to assess the seasonal implications on each of the companies for each factor.

5.  Summarize and present findings to the class.

	Assessment Measures:

	Students and teacher assess the presentation using an assessment form that allows grading on predetermined criteria on a scale of 1 to 5
	Students submit finished products to teacher
	Teacher assesses students on their ability to work together, analyze and display data, an d convey their results
