UNIT PLANNING WITH THE MULTIPLE INTELLIGENCES

UNIT TITLE:  Introduction to the Lubbock Economy 
UNIT OBJECTIVE(S): For students to learn about businesses, jobs, and other economic factors in Lubbock, TX through activities related to the multiple intelligences.


ANTICIPATED LEARNER OUTCOME(S):  Students will be able to intelligently describe the type of companies, businesses, and jobs that contribute to the Lubbock economy.  Additionally, they will be able to describe the contribution in terms of factors such as employment, revenue, stock price, and marketing effectiveness and understand how these different factors relate to each other.

TECHNOLOGY RESOURCES OR MATERIALS:  PC, Microsoft Excel, Microsoft Powerpoint, Word Processing application (Microsoft Word, etc.), Camcorder, Web Browser, Tape Recorder, LCD Projector
LEARNING ACTIVITIES:

	LINGUISTIC:  Students will use a tape recorder to interview an individual who is employed in the community.  The student will then create a transcript of the interview using a word processing application.  Finally, each student will present highlights from the interview to the entire class.

	MATHEMATICAL-LOGICAL:  Based on information found through internet-based research, students will create pie graphs (using Microsoft Excel) to illustrate the major contributing organizations and companies to the Lubbock economy.  These pie graphs will be based on the local revenue and number of employees. 


	VISUAL-SPATIAL:  Students use a photo editing software application to create a collage that showcases major companies and businesses in Lubbock.  Scanning brochures or articles or finding pictures/logos/etc. on the internet can help them to accomplish this task. 

	BODILY-KINESTHETIC:  Students create commercials for local businesses in which they are the actors.  They use a camcorder to document the commercials.  The commercials should be based on actual facts, such as the company’s economic position in Lubbock.  Students should also clearly document their intended audience (the customer-base of the company).


	MUSICAL:  Students use a VCR to record a commercial (with a jingle) for a local business.  The class then reviews the tape together and discusses the effectiveness of the jingle on the intended audience.

	INTERPERSONAL:  Implicitly addressed through other activities.


	INTRAPERSONAL:   Students use Microsoft Powerpoint to create a classification tree that illustrates the personal traits that they possess that will allow them to be successful in the career of their choice (career must be identified).

	NATURALIST:  Students determine seasonal implication to the economy by graphing local stock prices, revenues, and/or employment rates for specific local businesses on a quarterly basis.  They should look over a period of 5 years, if data is available.  Additionally, they should keep the data and graphs in Microsoft Excel.  They can obtain this information by conducting internet-based research.

ASSESSMENT PROCEDURES:

1. Display graphs and other visuals in the classroom for all students to share.

2. Assess results of interviews and provide feedback.
3. Students exchange feedback for each other’s commercials.
4. Assess classification tree and provide feedback.
5. Assess students’ abilities to successfully obtain and display the correct data in the mathematical-logical activity and the naturalist activity
6. Assign group grades and individual grades.
